(b) there will be no evolution or chemical reaction which, under normal conditions of 
transport, shall impair the effectiveness of the container or induce heat generated or 
spontaneous combustion.

A copy of this permit shall accompany each load and the driver shall be made aware of 
the permit location.

This permit exempts the permit holder from only those Part(s) or Section(s) of the 
Regulations identified above. To qualify for the exemptions shown, all permit conditions
must be adhered to and all remaining applicable provisions of the Act and Regulations 
or other related legislation must be complied with.

If the conditions of this permit are not met, the permit holder shall be in full compliance 
with the Act and Regulations and the permit shall no longer be applicable.
